	School Wish List 
MS talked through the school wish list, which he also discussed with Mrs Carpenter at their recent meeting. 
Key points:
· The spring music evening is now 1st April 2025. MS and MO will provide the PSA refreshments for this.
· PSA agreed to purchase the easter eggs for the egg racing and decorations competition prizes. Claire Wallis agreed to purchase these.
· It was agreed that the PSA will purchase some additional eggs to be used as prizes at the spring disco on 2nd April. 
· Proposed summer fair date is 20th June. 
· There will be 2 summer fair PSA planning meetings; one prior to half term and one after half term (please see end of minutes for meeting dates and times). This was also raised at the school meeting on 6th March. 
· MS will discuss the purchase of a PSA plaque to go in the rabbit area/new outside area to highlight these PSA purchases. 
· Christmas disco 2025 is confirmed for 16th December. 
· Other disco dates confirmed are; 26th March 2026 spring disco, 16th July 2026 summer disco, 10th December 2026 Christmas disco.

Charlotte Long – will look into an event to support the school and Farnsfield Twinning Association coming together to build links. The Twinning Association is becoming less cost effective so joined up work with the school would be really good. 

Matt Singleton – User guides for the PSA discos have been prepared and MS is working on the same for the Christmas Fair. This will enable anyone to be able to pick up the running of these PSA events and have a guide through the process.

Gary Olliffe stated that the yearly plan of general spends will be in the 2023/24 expenditure, which has been sent to MS.

GO stated his intention to step down from the PSA. He will remain in post until the PSA find someone to replace him. MS will inform the school meeting of this and then advertise the Treasurer role. MS thanked GO for all his hard work.

Action: GO to look at the process for handing over the card holder and other Treasurer elements. 

There will be a PSA stock take on 16th March. 

CL raised the possibility of approaching Persimmon Homes through a family contact in relation to raise a large sum of funds for a specific project (such as the purchase of a minibus). A business case would need to be prepared. CL will look into this. 

A discussion took place about growing own produce at the school to sell back to the canteen in exchange for vouchers for the PSA to invest in new seeds for the children to grow.

Decision; to purchase a top up of compost for Foundation.

· A discussion took place about whether we could look at proper sumup machines for the PSA stalls or a token system for purchases. 
· Proper sausages were more popular than the tinned ones. 
· A discussion took place about the Youth Council and £50 of theirs that they think has been bundled together with the PSA takings at the previous summer fair. This will be raised with the Committee to refund the YC.
· It was queried if we need as many inflatables at the summer fair – need to look at the cost benefit of this.
