	Chair’s Report
LH provided a report from the Chair. She thanked all parents, carers, teachers and external companies for their support given to the PSA. She also noted her thanks to Mrs Carpenter for her support, bringing new ideas, encouraging support from teachers to help in our goal to raise funds to purchase educational resources, which the school budget otherwise doesn’t stretch to.
LH noted a huge thank you to Andy and Bethan for all of their help behind the scenes. LH really appreciates their support and, without them, being Chair of the PSA would be so much harder. LH thanked the Committee, without whom, her job as Chair would have been a lot harder. She stated that all of the different roles are appreciated for what individuals bring to the Committee.
LH thanked Woodland Timber for their kind donation to the set-up costs of the summer fayre – this was really appreciated and helped the event be the success that it was.
A big thank you was also given to anyone who has volunteered at any event whether this has been setting up, putting away or standing on a stall – many hands make light work.
Finally, thanks was given to the summer fayre raffle prize donators; Bramley and White, Hamiltons, Atherleys, Rustic Crust, White Post Farm pub, Newfield Dairy, the Beauty Room, Farnsfield Coop, and Scissors to name but a few. 
As a Committee, this year we have raised an amazing £4,912.00 through various events and activities.A breakdown of funds raised are as follows:
· Design your own Christmas cards - £155.65. This year, parents will get a proof of the image to choose from and then they can order online directly. 
· Refreshments at Nativity performance - £82.50.
· Christmas Fayre - £1,072.
· Fab Bricks keyrings - £175.
· February disco - £631.
· Mother’s Day - £166.
· Kings Coronation Bookmarks - £61.
· Break the Rules Day - £368.
· Summer Fayre - £1,245 – special thanks were noted from LH to Gary Olliffe for organising this successful event. A summer fayre hasn’t taken place in many years and this year it was a brilliant event. The profit might be higher as we are trying to get some of the costs back for the inflatables so watch this space. A letter of complaint has been sent to the company due to a number of failings on their part.
· Summer disco - £746.96.
· Sports day refreshments and raffle - £210.
LH stated that it has been a busy year and successful as well. Some events haven’t raised a significant amount of money, but the role of Chair of the PSA and the Committee is to provide events that also enhance the children’s education and gives them some good memories as well. Thank you once again to all involved in all of the events. 
Moving on to what has been provided for the school through the funding; Mrs Carpenter put together a wish list which included water tub toys, natural cotton tote bags, various outdoor play equipment, maths-based items and paint – this totalled circa £900 and everyone across the school benefitted from this. 
Leavers jackets – this cost circa £800 this year. We have committed to this for summer 2024. 
Panto bus in December - £900 and we have committed to this again for this year. 
Ice pops at sports day - £30.
Sum up card machine – an investment for future events - £27. This has already made around £165 and was much needed.
We have also committed to £50 per class for new wet play equipment and these will be purchased next academic year.
We have also been asked to purchase some goodies at the end of term for the winners of the house points but the cost of this is not yet known. 
In total, we have supported the school with £2630 worth of funding and committed to a further £1400 plus and we are still going into next year with a healthy bank balance.

	Treasurer’s Report
LH gave an update in Bev’s absence:
Starting statement in August 2022 was £1861.98 and our closing statement balance in July 2023 is £1,679.01. However, we have £3,781.09 to pay in and £1,665.29 to go out, which leaves a balance of around £3,794.81 depending on the invoice for the hoodies. 
A refund of £6.50 was issued to a parent as they ordered more than 1 of something, however this has not been cashed.
