	Update from the Chair
GO updated the meeting that current funds committed are as follows:
£1,200 for the Christmas panto
£850 for the leaver’s jackets*
£500 for wet play equipment
TOTAL: £2,500
*There has been a request that the leavers jackets are ordered early this year so year 6 pupils can wear them for longer than just the summer term. This has been agreed by the Head Teacher and the jackets will be purchased to be given out for after Christmas. The children will vote as to whether they would like hoodies or jackets. Mrs Taylor will let GO know the numbers asap so the funds can be arranged. 
Charity Commission: GO stated that an update is needed to go to the Charity Commission in regard to the role changes for the PSA.

	Fundraising Activities Update 
GO circulated a PSA Calendar of Events for 2023/24. Communications need to be sent out when events are advertised for parents to bring/send children with loose change when required as we only have one card reader currently. 
Spooky movie night 28/10/23 - A discussion took place about the planned phonics evening on the same day (due to last 45 minutes) and whether parents could be present at that instead if they have a child at the movie night. It was agreed that this was fine as long as teachers are available to help supervise the children watching the movie who haven’t got parents present for that period of time. 
Dodgeball – will need to be finished and packed away before 4:30pm that evening. 
100 tickets have been sold to-date. 
Discos – the overall cost has increased for the provision of the disco so it is proposed that ticket prices are increased by 50p (making a ticket £3.50). This was agreed by the committee. GO suggested that, rather than selling snacks to KS1, we could provide a bag which includes a snack, drink, and a glow stick instead. KS2 would still have the tuck shop open to purchase drinks and snacks. 
Christmas pantomime – the cost of this has also increased this year by £300 - the cost for this year’s Christmas pantomimes will be just under £1,200 in total.
Decision: Disco ticket prices to be increased by 50p to £3.50.
Decision: Disco – KS1 to be given a bag with snack, drink and toy in for one off cost rather than having the tuck shop.

GO updated the meeting that classrooms will be used as well as the hall and the library space will be used for tea and coffee. There will be 3 staff stalls with the school to confirm what these will be before half term. Some stalls that will be available are; splat an elf, tin can knock down, chocolate and bottles tombolas, teddy tombola. Any further ideas for stalls are welcome. The main hall will be used for the paying stall holders (12). Santa’s grotto – off the man hall. Timings discussed with it being agreed that slots of 10 or 15minutes will be made available to purchase on Parent Pay with numbers limited for each slot. The timing of the start of the event was discussed and it was decided that we could open the main hall first to avoid the rush of parents and children entering the school in one go. Toy ideas for Santa’s grotto were discussed – we could offer a selection of bubble wands, chocolate and sweets or provide tubes of sweets or chocolates with bows round them for children to choose from. The price for Santa’s Grotto will be £2.50 per ticket.

	Treasurer’s Report
GO updated the meeting in the absence of the Treasurer. It was noted that no apologies had been received from the Treasurer. We need to determine whether BS would still like to continue in post. 
As at 22nd August 2023:
Balance was £3,081
£687 is due to paid in for the summer school disco giving an overall balance of £3,768.
With spend deducted of £2,550, the overall budget is £1,218
GO stated that we still need a new bank account.
GO suggested that additional signatories are needed on the account due to those currently on not always being available. 
Action: Gary Olliffe to look at moving to a new bank account.

Deb Taylor raised the issue of storage for PSA items and the potential for a shed to be put on the school site. Mrs Carpenter is happy with this. GO is looking at storage. DT asked if Pat Kelly’s timber business could assist. 
Other ideas for fund raising include:
Colour run during sports week.
Circus company – this would have a significant initial outlay but could generate a decent income. 
Scalextric company – To make the Scalextric work, you need to cycle. would need to be set up inside so space might be an issue. 
Quiz evening – could do one for the whole family and a separate one just for parents. 
Possibly another movie night. 
NM raised the possibility of funding for waterproofs for foundation classes – to have a set for forest school. With a forest school discount for a bulk purchase this would cost around £600 for 22. GO agrees that this is a very good idea, however it is quite a lot of money. A discussion took place as parents would find this useful so that they don’t need to purchase them themselves so could parents donate any that their children have grown out of as an alternative / possibility to fund a few new ones to lower the cost. 
A discussion took place about providing tea and coffee at parents evening. The school Governors will be attending to meet parents this time and it was suggested that tea and coffee could be provided in light of this. It was agreed that most parents wouldn’t expect tea / coffee at parents evening so this won’t be provided. 
Action: Laura Spinks to contact Wickes regarding their community grant scheme to see if they can donate some funds towards a shed for storage, or a shed in itself.
