	Update from the Chair

Mrs Carpenter is pleased with the work of the PSA and is grateful for the support given by the team. We received an excellent £700 matched funding for the Christmas Fair from Gallagher’s. We will be looking into grants to raise funds towards 2 minibuses, which the school is hoping to partner up with other groups in the community to raise funds for and share the facility once they have been purchased.

	Fundraising Activities Planned
· Quiz night: 22nd March. Joint event with the pre-school committee. There will be a bar and food available and people can book these in advance along with their table. 
· Easter disco: 27th March.
· There is the potential to run another movie night.
· Easter bake-off: 25th March. Families to bake cakes for prizes from the PSA (possibly an easter egg). Cakes can then be sold at the end of the school day to raise funds.

	Grants
If anyone has any suggestions for grant applications, they would be very welcome. GO will include information on this in the next PSA newsletter. We will also approach the Farnsfield Trust in relation to the request from the school to fundraise towards the cost of the minibuses. One minibus would cost roughly £50,000.
Karyn suggested looking into the Landfill Communities Fund (LCF). This is a tax credit scheme allowing landfill operators and chosen grant-making partners to support projects that either improve the life of communities or aid nature conservation.
Action: Karyn Haw to look into whether the PSA can apply to the LCF for the outside development elements of the school wish list.

	Expenditure
There was a discussion about the amount the PSA will spend on the pots, compost, seeds etc, as requested by the school, as this can be done quick time.
Decision: It was agreed that the PSA will spend up to £500 on pots, compost, seeds etc for the new planting area in the school.
Decision: The PSA will fund some ‘really useful boxes’ and two locks for the new PSA storage sheds.

	Treasurer’s Report
Matt Singleton updated that the current PSA bank balance stands at £6,601. The cost of the leaver’s jackets will come out of this at around £750-£1,000. 
It’s been a good year from 1st April 2023 with a profit of £2,896 made. Good profits were made in December 2023/January 2024 from the Christmas Fair and Discos. 
The Charity Commission submission was completed in January and the process was smooth. No questions have been received back from the Charity Commission. 
MS has gone through the account papers and digitalised them. Paper copies will be destroyed once they are all scanned and saved digitally. Anything pre-2017 will be destroyed. 
The next step is to look at changing the bank account before advertising for the PSA Treasurer position.

	AOB
GO suggested Wickes or B&Q for the greenhouse that is on the school wish list. 
Action: Laura Spinks to contact Wickes ref the Community Programme to see if they will assist again. Or, B&Q if not.
MS updated that he and Mr Barker will look at the notice boards. Costs are around £40/50 for just new Perspex and around £110 for a whole new board if that is necessary. 
Decision: It was agreed to fund the new Perspex if that is all that is required for the notice boards to be refreshed. If brand new notice boards are required, this will be brought back to the Committee to agree whether or not to fund. 
GO is looking at obtaining a pop-up banner prior to the Teddy Bear’s picnic in September 2024. 
KH will look into whether there is any scope for support for hedge/tree planting around the school grounds. 
The Caretaker’s Cottage/space was discussed, specifically in relation to whether the garden area could be accessed. MRs Carpenter is in discussions regarding this space so we will have to wait and see what the outcome of that is. 
MS raised the need for a cash float for future events, that can be stored at the school in the safe (£200). This would reduce the need to prepare floats prior to events as cash is always required. The PSA will continue to advertise that people can use cards for payments at events to encourage electronic payments where possible.
